*Category 1A substances include: EPO, gonadotropin, corticotropin, growth hormones, ITPP, SARMs and
carry an 50% increase in penalty.

**Allowable limits apply to some substances. Disciplinary action will be initiated only where testing reveals
presence of a prohibited substance at a concentration greater than that permitted by the Rules.




Failure to keep treatment records

Under Rule 151, all records regarding vaccinations, antiparasitics and medical
freatments administered to a greyhound must be kept and retained for a
minimum of fwo years and must be produced for inspection when requested.
Keeping of health records is also a requirement under the NSW Greyhound
Welfare Code of Practice.
